We will be 
developing an awareness of 
the past and understanding 
how he lived compared with 
today. 
 
Later we will look at 
geographical comparisons 
between London and a 
more rural area and naming 
the countries that make up 

the UK. 

Art & Design 
Technology

We will be designing 
Christmas cards and 
decorations focusing on 
joining different materials 
and using a range of 
materials creatively to 
design, make and improve 
products.
